With out a doubt the highlight of 2006 was the silver medal winning performance of the Paddle Ferns at the
World Championships in Amsterdam. This wonderful performance is due to a number of factors, not least the
unwavering commitment and passion of a group of talented players, their coach, and manager. It is also the
result of a high performance planning process that has been coordinated by the New Zealand Canoe Polo

Executive and dates from 2002.

The Executive Council handles the day to day running of the Association. Executive members James
Mitchell (Competition), Sean Thomson (Refereeing), Rebecca Mitchell (Funding), and Phil Parry (Coaching)
continue their active and in many cases long standing involvement. New appointments to the Executive this
year were Claire Osborne (Communications), Kris Worlledge (Schools), and Penny Dustin (Squads).
Members of the Executive participated in a planning weekend in Christchurch at the beginning of the year to
develop a new draft strategic plan. This document has now been adopted by the Board and will guide the

direction of our organisation for the 2006 — 2009 period.

The composition of the Board remained constant in a year of consolidation following the introduction of a
new governance structure in 2005. Tonille Crombie and Phil Parry were both reelected at the 2006 Annual
General Meeting following their initial one year term as directors. Troy Lipsham retained his role as Chair of
the Board and Cameron Butler was elected President by the membership. The current Board offers a

pleasing set of complimentary skills which enables sound governance in our sport.

As in previous years, competitions and squad activities have remained a key focus for the Association. The
first competition on the 2006 calendar was our Schools Championships held at Naenae Olympic Pool in Hutt
City. Special thanks to Paul Leitch and Penny Dustin for the significant amount of work they did on behalf of
the Wellington Canoe Polo Association and New Zealand Canoe Polo to ensure this tournament ran at an
exceptionally high standard.

Our premier club competition, the National League Championships, was run under a new format in 2006
following an evaluation undertaken by participating clubs at the end of the 2005 competition. The new format
comprises a series of three tournaments held in Auckland, Christchurch, and Wellington. Congratulations to
Nemesis (Burnside Canoe Polo Club) and Expose (Wairarapa Paddlers) for their wins in the National League

A women’s and open categories respectively (full results are detailed later in the report).

Our final domestic competition, the Inter-Regional Championships saw us return again to the Naenae
Olympic Pool in Hutt City. As in previous years Central Region remained dominant in the competition
entering A and B teams in four of the categories offered and only being prevented from winning every

category by the Mainland senior men and veteran teams.
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The Inter-regional Championships prize giving ceremony offered an excellent opportunity to recognise the
achievements of our wonderful Paddle Ferns on the international stage. I'd like to acknowledge the
enormous contribution made by Stephen Gibson (coach) and Shelley Hubbard (manager) to this team’s

preparation and ultimate success.

We should also recognise the efforts of Stephen Hunt and Carol Taylor, coach and manager respectively of
the New Zealand Men’s Team, in assisting the men’s team to compete in the World Championships and

improve their world ranking.

Finally, | would like to acknowledge two groups which New Zealand Canoe Polo is dependent on to support
the delivery of our activities — the organisations providing funding support and our many volunteers. We were
fortunate to receive a significant amount of funding from a range of charities, trusts, and government
organisations that are acknowledged specifically later in this report. This funding has been used for a variety

of initiatives including national competitions, equipment, and squad activities.

1. Statement of Accounting Policies

Reporting Entity

New Zealand Canoe Polo Association Incorporated is an incorporated society registered under the
Incorporated Societies Act 1908. The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
generally accepted accounting practice.

Measurement Base
The accounting principles recognised as appropriate for the measurement and reporting of
earnings and financial position on an historic cost basis are followed by the Association.

Specific Accounting Policies
The following specific accounting policies which materially affect the measurement of financial
performance and the financial position have been applied -

Accrual accounting is used to match expenses and revenues;
Accounts receivable are stated at their estimated net realisable value;
Assets costing less than $500 are expensed in the year of purchase. Fixed assets costing

$500 or more are valued at cost less aggregate depreciation. Depreciation is calculated on
a straight-line basis according to the estimated economic life:
